This quick start guide gives a simple description of how to download and install the NightWatchman
ManagementCenter, how to start the product for the first time and view repgesd introduces
the documentation set where you cdimd detailed information on how the product works.

1. Downloading the product and documentation

The NightWatchman Management Center cosisi of the NightWatchman Console,
NightWatchman Reportingthe WakeUp Server anthe 1EAgents. These products can be
downloaded via theNightWatchman Management Centigtk on theNightWatchman downloads
section of the 1E Website.

The product documentation provides detailed information on installing and configuring
NightWatchman Management Center. These can be downloaded via the Solution Documentation
link on theNightWatchman downloadsection of the 1E Website.

In the rest of this guide we provide an overview of the installation steps for installing
NightWatchman Management Center in a default installation where the core components are
placed on a single server.

2. Requirements for the NightWatchman Management Center

Therequirements needed to install the NightWatchman Management Center coraponents
onto a single server are;
OS Requirements

I Windows Server 2003, 2008 or 2008 R2

Note: the NghtWatchman Management Center is not supported on servers configured as Domain
Controllers

1 .NET Framework 3.5 SP1
Accounts needed during installation
1 NightWwatchman Service account. This should be a domain account

We recommend that this account is poenfigured such that the "password never expires”, and the
"user cannot change password" since it will be used as a service account.

It will be granted the "Log on as service" permission on the local machine as part of the installation
process, as well as other permissions that are required for it to access theAdigchman
Management Center database.

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4. Running the product for the first time

Centralized management of computer wakeups and shutdowns, and application of Power Policies
to computers in your network is provided by the NightWatchman Console. After installation the
NightWatchman Console will be available from t8&art Menutem, asshown in the following

picture:

When running the console you will need to wait for a certain period of time before computers with
1E Agentunning appear this depends on the environment size chosen during installation of the
NightWatchman Management Center core componeni&he lager the environment chosen the
longer it takes for the information to filter through from the 1E Agents to the NightWatchman
Management Center and appear in the NightWatchman Console.

Oncethe 1EAgentshave reported backhe computers will initially appaan the UNASSIGNED
BUILDING and UNASSIGNED DEPARTMENT nodes in the console, as shown in the following
picture:
